· certified by a registered VI Social Worker or Rehabilitation Officer as being in need due to visual impairment.

The Association has a Grant Budget of £1,000 per year (with effect from each 1st April) which is allocated on a first come first served basis. Applications that are refused because the budget has been exhausted will be carried over to the following year.

Grants are available for the following 
needs:
· ICT Equipment

· Education / Training
· Home adaption

· VI related equipment 

· VI related services

Decisions on grant applications will be taken as quickly as is practicable by the Executive Committee of the Radnor Association of the Blind and in any event within three months of receipt of a written application.

Decisions will be confirmed in writing and 
are final.

Applications should include all of the following information:

· Applicant’s full name, address and date of birth
· Amount of grant required

· Details of what the grant is to be used for

· Total cost of equipment/service etc being purchased

· Amounts being contributed towards cost by the applicant

· Amounts being contributed towards cost by other persons/organisations

· Written support from an appropriate person eg. Social Worker, Rehabilitation Officer, General Practitioner, Opthalmologist, Optometrist or Optician etc

· Nmae and address of personal representative if application being made on behalf of a person

Following a successful application, the Association will require, within 6 months of the grant being paid, evidence that the grant has been used for the purpose stated in the original application.
